Federation of  
Ysgol Bryn Clwyd & Ysgol Gellifor  

 
The Governing Bodies of Ysgol Bryn Clwyd, Llandyrnog and Ysgol 
Gellifor have agreed to federate from September 2011. This decision 
will formalise the collaborative arrangement currently in place and will 
mean that from September both schools will share a governing body 
and share a headteacher. 
 

Edeyrnion Area Review  
 

Denbighshire’s Cabinet recently approved further consultation 
on a set of proposals for primary schools in the Edeyrnion area. 
 

The Cabinet approved formal consultation on the following two 
proposals for school organisation in the area: 
 

Proposal 1 – An area school for Cynwyd and Llandrillo 
 

The proposal, if progressed would see Ysgol Llandrillo and 
Ysgol Maes Hyfryd close on the 31 August 2012. A new area 
school would then open on 1 September 2012 using the 
existing two school sites initially before moving to a single site in 
Cynwyd, subject to capital funding. 
 

Proposal 2 – To close Ysgol Glyndyfrdwy 
 

The proposal if progressed would see Ysgol Glyndyfrdwy close 
on the 31 August 2012 and pupils transfer to Ysgol Y Gwernant, 
Llangollen subject to parental preference. 
 

Formal consultation on these two proposals will take place from 
7 June 2011 to the 20 July 2011. 
 

The Cabinet also approved the following recommendations: 
 

Proposal 3 – To recommend federation to the governing bodies 
of Ysgol Betws Gwerful Goch and Ysgol Bro Elwern 
 

Proposal 4 – To recommend federation to the governing bodies 
of Ysgol Caer Drewyn and Ysgol Carrog 
 

Proposals 3 & 4 can only be progressed by the governing 
bodies. The Council has written to the Chair of Governors of the 
four schools to make the recommendation and offer any 
assistance required. 
 

Amalgamation of  
Ysgol Gwaenynog & Ysgol Heulfre  

The Council has just finished consulting on a proposal to amalgamate 
Ysgol Gwaenynog and Ysgol Heulfre in Denbigh. 

Proposal:  To close Ysgol Gwaenynog and Ysgol Heulfre on 31 
August 2012 and to establish a new all-through primary school on the 
existing Ysgol Gwaenynog and Ysgol Heulfre sites from 1 September 
2012. 

The consultation period ended on the 24th June and Denbighshire’s 
Cabinet will consider in July the responses and whether or not to 
proceed to publishing a statutory notice in September 2011. 

The new governing body will consist of an 
equal number of governors from both schools. 
The process of nominating and appointing 
governors to the new Federated Governing 
Body is currently underway. 
 
 



 

Bodnant Community School  
 

The amalgamation of Bodnant Infants and Bodnant Juniors is progressing well 
and the Temporary Governing Body has decided that the new school will be 
called Bodnant Community School. 
 
Mrs Helen Vernon, currently the Headteacher of Bodnant Infants School has 
been appointed as Headteacher of the new school and will take up her post in 
September 2011. This will give Mrs Vernon a term to prepare for the opening of 
the new school on the 1st January 2012. 
 

Ysgol Dyffryn Ial Update  
 

A sketch design for a new school building to the rear of the Memorial Hall has 
now been developed and agreed following discussions with stakeholders. A 
consultation group has been meeting monthly and includes representatives of 
the following; Ysgol Dyffryn Ial School and Governors, Church in Wales, 
Llandegla Memorial Hall Trust Committee, Llandegla Community Council, 
Llandegla Memorial Hall User Groups.  
 

The latest sketch design will be displayed at both school sites on July 14th to 
enable parents and other interested parties to view the latest developments. 
 

Tranche 3 / 21 st Century Schools Programme Update  
 

The Council will be meeting with the Welsh Government in the coming weeks to 
discuss the implications of Tranche 3 funding being deferred. 
 

A ministerial statement on the 21st Century Schools Programme is expected in

Ysgol Bryn Collen / Gwernant Project  
 
Work has been underway since late November 2010 
at the shared site of Ysgol Bryn Collen / Ysgol Y 
Gwernant in Llangollen that will see Denbighshire 
County Council investing £800,000 to extend & 
refurbish areas of the existing site. 
 
The first two phases, an extension to Ysgol Y 
Gwernant and an extension to Ysgol Bryn Collen have 
been completed. The final phase, the refurbishment of 
Ysgol Y Gwernant is now underway and should be 
completed by September 2011.
