Pinhole Photography Workshop - £25
This is a great opportunity to experience the magic of pinhole photography.

This phenomena was first observed in 330bc where by an up side down image could be projected on to the back of a light tight box through a tiny pin hole, it wasn’t until the 19c when the resulting image could be captured on a light sensitive material.
During the day you will have the opportunity to build a pinhole camera and start to produce your first images. A pinhole camera can be made from any light proof box and each camera is unique and capable of producing dream like and surreal images.

A small additional charge may be made to cover the cost of the photographic materials.

Lo Fi DIY Jewellery - £25
'DIY Jewellery' using metals the easy way, using non-specialist tools that most people would have in their garage, and cheap easy to find materials. In the morning we will look at ways in which we can use the materials and components, experimenting with texturing aluminium, and begin to create design ideas. In the afternoon we will work on our final piece, creating a finished necklace and/or pair of earrings /that you can take home with you at the end of the day. Materials will be supplied at a small additional extra charge, feel free to bring any of your own small items to use as embellishment.

During Tim’s workshop participants will have the opportunity to gain an insight into both Tim’s studio based and outdoor sculptural work.

In the afternoon you will have the opportunity to work on Decoupage and driftwood sculptures using source material based around the theme of nature and the environment.

Lo Fi Wireworking/ jewellery  making - £25
Ann Catrin Evans  is a well known artist who designs Jewellery and makes public art , working with a variety of metalworking techniques.

Ann Catrin will lead a basic jewellery skills workshop, no heat involved and using non-precious metals. 

Using soft iron wire, copper and aluminium we will experiment with their different qualities and explore ideas for wearable art.

Shaping and forming with wire work, sheet cutting and hammering to alter surface quality. Combining metals to create bold new jewellery designs.
No previous experience required, all tools (pliers, cutters, anvils, hammers, vices etc) and materials including Iron and copper wire will be supplied. No heat involved, goggles provided. Try your hand at lo-tech metalwork

Expressive Drawing - £25
This day will looking at different drawing techniques and will be an exploration of  the possibilities of mark making using a variety of materials. All materials are provided but participants are free to bring along their own sketch books and drawing materials.
